I am writing to you on behalf of the Fort Bend County Youth Rodeo Association to "THANK

Custom engraved prizes such as belt
buckles, leather tack, and blankets are awarded. FBCYRA also awards scholarships each
year to our graduation seniors. This further instills in our youth members the value and
importance of giving back to their community. Additionally, the August Rodeo concession
stand proceeds are donated to various local charities.
